Co-curricular activities refer to activities
conducted outside the academic
curriculum that encourage students to
apply knowledge into practice and to grow
both physically and emotionally.

By practicing compassion and service

Field Trip: Students participate in community
programs such as hiking, going to amusement
parks, and experiencing, and community service
activities by grade or division.

Spirit Week: Each year in the last week of
May, the school anniversary is celebrated with
various community activities. Activities include
Chin-Chin Day (relationship-building across
grades) hosted by the Student Council, career
talks by parents, Blue and Grey Day, Sports Day,
Banquet, and festivals.

Camping Trip: Each year, a community activity
spanning three or four days is planned for
students. These include a 100km walk, hiking, or
going on a career tour, experiencing differenct
cultures, visiting missionary places.

Variety Show: This is a comprehensive arts
festival based on the bible. Students take the
initiative in planning the festival and all students
participate. In grades or clubs, students
showcase various creative performances in the
form of dancing, singing, or acting.

SKAC Competition: Together with foreign
schools/international schools in Daegu, North
Gyeongsang, Busan, South Gyeongsang,
Gwangju, and South Jeolla Province. Various
presentations and competitions are held in
the areas of sports, English, arts, and science.

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Community Service Activities Q&A

Q. Can volunteer activities done overseas
be written in the NEIS student records?
A. No. Volunteer service done overseas cannot

be written in any section of the NEIS student
records, nor can it be mentioned in the overall
comments section.

Q. Is the submission of a parental consent

form mandatory when donating blood?
A. Yes. The parental consent form must be

submitted for the safety of students. If, due to
unavoidable circumstances, prior consent is not
possible, students must still submit a parental
consent form afterwards.

Q. Can middle school students donate
blood?

A. Students must be 16 years old or older (males:
over 50 kg, females: over 45 kg) to donate
blood. Blood donations, including whole blood
donations and component donations, will be
recognized as student volunteer service up to
three times a year.

Q. Are volunteer activities conducted at the
apartment management office, women’s

association, and senior center recognized?
A. Apartment management offices are not a

non-profit organization, so it is not an eligible
organization. Volunteer services conducted
by women’s associations and senior centers
may be eligible if you provide proof that
the organization or group is non-profit and
the volunteer activity meets the purpose of
community service.
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Q. Are volunteer activities conducted at
religious organizations recognized?

A. Under the Framework Act on Volunteer
Service Activities, volunteer activities should
be carried out under the principle of religious
neutrality. Therefore, volunteering at religious
groups/organizations (e.g. churches, temples) to
practice one’s faith is not recognized. However,
if the religious group establishes a non-profit
organization and volunteer activities are done
for the general public and for the public interest,
it will be recognized.

Q. What do students need to check for
if they wish to do voluntary work as a
translator?

A. If translations were officially requested
and are for the public interest, one hour
will be recognized for five 200-character
manuscripts or one A4 page if students prove
that they translated the content themselves. If
students receive a translation fee, it will not be
recognized as voluntary work.

(No need to lock doors
upon evacuating.)

All students are to quietly evacuate the
building immediately, single file down the
stairs. They are to go to the playground
and line up by grade in class order, with
junior students being closest to the
entrance gate unless instructed otherwise.
Students should remain quiet. Each
homeroom teacher must bring his/her
homeroom list, emergency phone list, cell
phone and the emergency go-bag.

In the Classroom

When there is an earthquake, DO NOT
leave the classroom until instructed to
do so. Students should get away from
windows and assume the “Duck, Cover and
Hold” position. Take cover under desks,
tables, or chairs as much as possible.
Because of the danger from flying glass
and debris, the students should hold onto
the legs of the desk or chair in order to
keep their heads covered.

2. When the shaking subsides, students

should remain quietly in place. Teachers
take roll to see that all students are
accounted for. Evacuation may be
necessary. Teachers and students
will remain seated on the floor and
await further instructions from the
administration. The teacher in charge will
signal an all clear.

Outdoors

B Students should move to an open area and

assume the “Duck, Cover and Hold” position.
All students are to remain still and quiet
until instructed where to move. Then they
should line up by grades and remain quiet
until further instructions are provided.

In Other Places

B In the bathroom, students should remain

in the bathroom in the “Duck, Cover and
Hold” position away from windows until the
shaking subsides. Then report to the nearest
classroom.

When in the hallway, report to the nearest
classroom, if possible, and assume the “Duck,
Cover and Hold” position.

In the Classroom

When there is a need for a lock down
emergency, three long bells will be sounded
at even intervals followed by directions, or a
staff member will announce “LOCK DOWN!
LOCK DOWNY”

Teachers will go directly to the door and get
any students in the hallway to come inside.
Students in the bathroom should lock the
doors and stay inside the bathroom until the
all clear signal is given.

Lock the door immediately and close all
windows and curtains. Use the black paper
to cover windows on the door. At the same
time, the teacher will direct all students to sit
by a wall that is out of the path of the door or
a window. All students and the teacher must
remain quiet. The teacher will not respond to
any knocking or questions, unless the person
first identifies himself/herself as the teacher
in charge. Remain in the classroom until the
teacher in charge signals an all clear.

From Outdoors

1.

Students and teachers should take cover in
the nearest open classroom or office. If a door
is locked, they should proceed upstairs to the
first available room.

Students are to sit by a wall that is out of the
path of the door or a window.

All students and the teacher must remain
quiet.

The teacher or students will not respond to
any knocking or questions, unless the person
first identifies himself/herself as the teacher in
charge.

Remain in the classroom until the teacher in
charge signals an all clear.
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
