HIS COVID-19 Prevention Guidelines

Dear HIS Students and Parents,

The Ministry of Education has recently released the "COVID-19 Prevention and Management Guidelines for
Kindergarten, Elementary, Secondary, and Special Schools (8th edition),. We are sending out HIS COVID-19
Prevention Guidelines that have reflected the changes as follows. As the number of infections increases, we
ask for your cooperation so that all students can continue classes healthily in the second semester.

1. Daily Quarantine

e Before coming to school :

o Recommended to check their health conditions and record them in the Self Check System
(mobile, internet). (We ask for your active participation for more thorough quarantine.)

o If a student with an underlying disease does not attend school, his/her absence will be
recorded as excused absence (absence considered attendance) through the principal's
approval.

(Refer to the range of patients with underlying diseases related to COVID-19 vaccination by
the Korea Disease Control and Prevention Agency)
e Atschool:

o By maintaining the basic quarantine system, we will continue : temperature checks,
ventilation, partitions in the dining room, temporary observation room, and disinfection.
(According to the latest quarantine guidelines, the temperature test was adjusted to once,
but we will do twice (when entering school buildings and before lunch) for the time being.)

e Wearing a mask :
o Mandatory mask wearing will continue indoors but be discontinued outdoors.
o Recommended to wear a mask that is approved by the Ministry of Food and Drug Safety.

2. Measures in Various Situations

1) When symptoms are found :

Diagnosis (using a self-diagnosis kit or at a hospital) or medical treatment

2) When symptoms are found at school :

3) When somebody was confirmed for COVID-19:

- The confirmed person : Quarantine yourself for 7 days and follow the guidelines by the

guarantine authorities.

- The confirmed person’s cohabitant : Can attend school and is recommended to get PCT or
RAT testing within 3 days and If the result is negative, get RAT testing on the sixth or seventh

day for 10 days.

- The confirmed person’s classmate with an underlying high-risk disease : Can get PCR at a
public health center with a certificate by the principal.

3. Other information

e Self-diagnosis kit :

- Each student will be provided two kits right after a new semester begins and two kits before
Chuseok break to use when COVD-19 symptoms are found.
- You are recommended to carry extra kits of yours in case we run out of kits at school.

e Guests (parents included) visits to school :

- QGuests (parents included) may not be permitted to enter school without pre-arranged
appointments (according to the guidelines by the office of education to minimize guests’

visits to school.)

- Please cooperate to sanitize your hands and have your temperature checked at the entrance.
