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COVID-19 Guidelines Notice

June 2, 2023, Friday

Dear Parents/Guardians,

We appreciate your cooperation with our school's educational activities and the prevention of COVID-

19 infection. In order to recover from daily life, the Quarantine Authority lowered the COVID-19 crisis

stage (Serious to Alert) from June lst (Thursday), and changed the quarantine standards for

confirmed patients (7-day quarantine required to 5-day quarantine recommended). Accordingly, we

inform you of the updated quarantine standards and compliance guidelines with COVID-19 confirmed

patients as follows, asking to get involved for confirmed students to recover their health and prevent

the spread of infection in school. Thank you.

B Major revisions of the quarantine guidelines

Until May 31, 2023

From June 1, 2023

e Quarantine is recommended until midnight (24:00) on the 5th day from the date of sampling

e Absence during the quarantine recommendation period (5 days) is not to mark as absent (If

submitting one among the following documents: the screenshot of the text saying the

notification of the confirmed patient from the Quarantine Authority, the evidence of the test

results of the medical institution)

B Guidelines for Wearing a Mask

Wearing a mask is free in principle, but in the following situations, we recommend wearing it

voluntarily for safetuy.

e As confirmed cases or contacts (recommended for two weeks)

e If having suspicious symptoms of COVID-19 or contacting with symptom cases

e If staying indoor where it is poor to ventilate (Closed, Dense, or Close)

e If joining the activities with droplet transmission, such as chorus, indoor cheering, etc.
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H In the event of suspected COVID-19 symptoms

At home Please get a test* or medical examination™* quickly without going to school, stay at

home, and minimize contact with others.

* Can test it at the hospital (paid) or health center (free) if bringing a diagnostic test kit of

positive,

** Will be marked as attendance as the number of days recorded if submitting one among the
test results, medical certificate, and opinion to the school (some may cost)

At school If having suspicious symptoms after school, will be guided them to wear a medical

mask and contact the quardian for medical examination.

B Compliance with students and guardians when COVID-19 is confirmed
Student

e Confirmed cases will be suspended from school for 5 days in accordance with the guidelines
of the Quarantine Authorities. Go into quarantine and get medical treatment quickly if
symptoms worsen.

e Stay at home and refrain from going out as much as possible during quarantine
recommendations to block and prevent the spread of the virus.

e Wash your hands with soap for more than 30 seconds, follow personal quarantine rules such
as coughing etiquette, and wear a mask at all times.

e Separately use mandatory spaces (toilets, solitary rooms, etc.) as much as possible and have
meals alone at home to protect other family members.

e Dorm students are also recommended to stop going to school for 5 days to prevent the
spread of the disease.
(In the unavoidable absence as a confirmed case, online classes can be provided in different
situations)

for full recovery.
