relationships, hobbies and interests, study plans, future aspirations, and

preparations for future goals.
English Assessment

Students’ current English proficiency will be evaluated in the following areas according to
their grade level. The Listening, Reading, Vocabulary, and Writing sections (total: 60
points) will be administered as a written test, while the Speaking section (40 points) will

be conducted as a one-on-one oral interview between the teacher and student.

e Listening: Students listen to a story and questions read aloud by the examiner and
choose the correct answers.

e Reading: Students read grade-level passages and answer questions assessing
reading comprehension and grammar.

e Vocabulary: Students select the correct meanings of grade-level vocabulary words.
e Writing: Students write 2-3 sentences based on a picture prompt using
grammatically and contextually appropriate expressions as much as possible.

e Speaking: Students respond orally to the evaluator’'s questions or picture prompts

using grammatically and contextually appropriate sentences as much as possible.

d. Social Skills Assessment

Students participate in various activities designed to observe social skills such as rule-
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following, participation, cooperation, teamwork, and perseverance. Multiple evaluators

will observe and assess the students throughout the activities.
